World Abilitysport understands the importance of classification opportunities for our Members.

The hosting of classification has been agreed for both competition sports at the Guttmann Games
Classification assessments must be requested and scheduled using the usual channels and based on
the rules of the sport.

Athletes with classification booked must arrive at least the day before their scheduled slot.

Nations can replace/substitute athletes of the same gender, class and event for those that have had to
withdraw for any reason up to two weeks (26/06/2024) before the start of the Games.

World Abilitysport and/or the Technical Delegates reserve the right to refuse any substitution or
replacement after this time.

The World Abilitysport Anti-Doping Code, in compliance with the World Anti-Doping Agency (WADA) Code,
will apply to all sports. Athletes can be tested at any time, during or out of competition.
